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He met with Gerry Murphy from architects Fitzgerald Kavanagh &

Partners, and within an hour had plans for the new build drawn on a

coffeeshop napkin. Gerry grasped his client’s style straight away, and with

the help of a young architect graduate, Andrew Howley, the building

evolved.

Demolition of the original house took six weeks, with the new

construction completed 18 months later. Smart enough to realise the

complexity of his design, the owner brought David Murtagh from

Bushfield Interiors on board from the early stages.“It was a great project

to work on,” he explains.
